“virtual discussion
forum”
The next generation of programming

As a result of the successful webcasting
of MCLE programs over the past two

years and our commitment to providing
education in various formats to adapt to
changing preferences and varying
learning styles, this past spring MCLE
unveiled its first fully web-based course,
in which everything—presentations,
materials, ongoing discussions among
participants—is conducted online. This
forum lends itself particularly well to
sophisticated practitioners who, as
students, actively contribute to the
program through their questions and
ongoing dialog over a three-week period.

Each week, faculty post new materials and
instructions for review by the students in
anticipation of the following week’s live
90-minute session. Between live online
sessions, students continue the dialog
among each other in the peer-to-peer chat
box, while faculty members add their
comments on a regular basis so as to help
guide the discussion.

MCLE’s first online course, offered last
March, featured family law guru Paul
Kane and CPAs Lawrence Ardito and Marc
Bello on complex business issues in
divorce. Our second foray into the virtual
classroom, being developed for the winter,
will be in the area of criminal law practice.

MCLE keeps experimenting with program
formats to accommodate lawyers’ needs,
and this new platform allows MCLE the
flexibility to recruit local and national
experts with fewer obstacles. We look
forward to using technology and the
borderless Internet to bring cutting-edge
topics and expert faculty from
throughout Massachusetts, New England
and the country to the virtual classrooms
in homes and offices around the state.

MCLE gets sued for good measure
Federal Tax Institute lists MCLE as beneficiary in dissolution

It’s not everyday that one can appreciate being a defendant in a legal matter.
However, MCLE was informed recently that the Federal Tax Institute, after

nearly sixty years of offering sophisticated tax seminars for practitioners
throughout New England, has voted to cease operations and dissolve. Pursuant to
G.L. c.180, Section 11A, dissolution of a Massachusetts charitable corporation
requires approval by the Supreme Judicial Court. In its Complaint for Voluntary
Dissolution, the Institute as plaintiff lists “defendant” MCLE as a beneficiary of a
portion of the Institute’s funds, assets and property remaining after dissolution for
the purpose of supporting the legal education of lawyers and other practitioners in
subjects related to tax law.

MCLE Executive Directory, John M. (Jack) Reilly, received the complaint and news
about the pending dissolution with mixed feelings:

Having worked closely with the Institute and its members for decades in
offering and administering tax programs, MCLE is saddened by the prospect
of the Institute’s dissolution. However, at the same time, we are thrilled that
the Institute’s Board of Directors considers MCLE a worthy beneficiary of
the funds and successor to the Institute’s mission.

MCLE has indicated its intention to accept the funds, upon approval by the
Massachusetts Attorney General and the Supreme Judicial Court, into its
scholarship endowment for the purpose of helping attorneys to attend MCLE
programs that train lawyers who represent low- and moderate-income clients
on tax and tax-related issues.
